
 

Election Poll Workers Needed in Your Town! 
The Bergen County Board of Elections is currently recruiting poll workers.  This important civic responsibility 
is open to all registered voters in Bergen County.  It is vital to the democratic process to recruit and train 
reliable poll workers.   

In order to be eligibility, you must meet the following criteria: 

• Must be able to work from approximately 5 AM to 9 PM on election day. 
• Must be able to read and speak English. 
• Must be registered to vote in Bergen County. 
• Must complete a 2-hour Poll Worker Training Class. 

Duties include but are not limited to: 

• Arriving at 5:15 AM to set up machines, poll books and other material at designated polling district. 
• Sign-in voters and/or activate machine to receive voters. 
• If necessary, assist voters in the operation of the electronic voting machine. 
• Answer voter's procedural questions. 
• Close polls at the end of the day which may include delivering materials to borough hall.
